Supervisor Nabinger called the Regular Meeting to order at 6:38PM.  

RESOLUTION # 1
Motion made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Daniels, to approve the minutes from the December 10th, 2024 Regular Meeting.

Councilwoman Fuller asked about doing a prior year’s comparison to the current year’s financial reports.  Supervisor Nabinger said she would ask Bookkeeper Sherman about it.
Guest(s) Questions & Concerns:
Cathy Sherrick informed the town board she witnessed a car doing ‘donuts’ in the parking lot of the pool.  The town board held conversation on the matter.
VILLAGE

Mayor Wade said our village crew is currently chasing a water leak in the village, causing an increase in water usage.  3 different service leaks and 3 water main breaks have been repaired, but the amount water being used is still a lot.

Wade asked Supervisor Nabinger for a copy of the Organizational Meeting appointments.

JERICHO ARTS COUNCIL

Phil Wade thanked Highway Superintendent Clark for taking care of the heat issue in the theater. 
RESOLUTION #5

Motion made by Councilman Daniels, second by Councilwoman Fuller, to receive and file Sanitation Officer, Assessor, Dog Control Officer reports.

HIGHWAY

Highway Superintendent Clark reported the highway department has been very busy plowing and sanding, having already surpassed last year’s total trips, plowing 38 times so far this year.  He said the average is 60-70 times per year.
Clark started contacting companies about skid steers and is still waiting for information on that.

He was informed by Park Superintendent Harmon, that we should consider replacing the small riding mower and will start getting some prices on mowers.  A third of Harmon’s mowing is done with the small riding mower.
Highway Superintendent Clark received an update from Utica Mack saying our new truck will start being built the first week of May 2025.
Clark expressed his interest in replacing the fence around the highway garage and talked about his ideas for doing this.

TOWN CLERK
Town Clerk McKown informed the town board that Mirabito had let us run out of fuel multiple times already this year.  He had asked Mirabito two months ago to put us on automatic delivery every three weeks. 
Supervisor Nabinger said she thought we had broken our contract with them before and proposed breaking the contract again.  The town board held conversation on the matter and concluded to switch to Boulder Oil, if they would honor the $3.209 per gallon they initially offered.

RESOLUTION #6

Motion made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Daniels, to switch back to Boulder Oil, if they’ll honor the $3.209 per gallon rate, they initially offered us.

Ayes: Supervisor Nabinger, Councilman Evans, Councilman Daniels, Councilman Kauffman, Councilwoman Fuller; No: None; Motion Carried.

Supervisor Nabinger asked McKown to call Boulder Oil to ask them if they would honor that rate and then write a letter to Mirabito Energy Products informing them we would be breaking our contract with them.
TOWN BOARD

Councilwoman Fuller said we had been approached by a Brazilian Soccer Team, about doing a weeklong soccer camp for kids, and would assume all risks if wasn’t well attended.  She spoke to a couple of coaches with the BG School District and was given the impression it might not be well attended.  The cost per child would be $275.00 for the week.  The town board talked about this and concluded this might not work for our area, economically.
Fuller offered the contact information she had to Councilman Evans for woodchips at the Payne Park playground.

Councilman Evans brought up the septic system design for Clinton Park and how Chenango County is requiring the system be based on a 100 gallon per day discharge, unless proven otherwise.  Evans contacted the Onondaga Water Authority that provides water for the Sidney Boat Club at Sylvan Beach and has 40 campsites, compared to our 36 campsites and is open the same amount of days per year.
The water usage at Sylvan Beach is 29.7 gallons per day.  Upon receiving the figures from the village for the whole park, we’re still under 40 gallons for the 36 campsites at Clinton Park.

Councilman Evans said he shared this information with Engineer Jason Fleming today, who said we would need 2 different systems in case we go over a 1,000 gallons per day and would require a DEC permit for reporting purposes.
Evans said we are moving forward and is hopeful the county will make some revisions in their requirements.  The town board held conversation on the matter.

SUPERVISOR

Supervisor Nabinger went over the information she would be presenting for the article in the Bainbridge Connects paper, regarding the house on County Road 38 and the electronic sign at Clinton Park.

She asked Highway Superintendent Clark for an update on the pool ladders.

Clark said he had contacted Steel Sales and was told they would start bending the galvanized tube and working on getting him a price on powder coating.  

Nabinger brought up the Planning Board meeting on January 7th and how the county found a new way to tax without doing a deeded subdivision on the Payne Solar field.  The solar company involved is due for a 12-month extension on February 7th based on the amendment from our Renewable Energy Systems local law, and the permit will be good until January 7th, 2026.
Supervisor Nabinger brought up the difficulties with Chenango County SPCA and how they extended our contract until March 2025, due to a lack of personnel.   The SPCA will not be renewing their contract with the Town of Guilford or the Town of Afton.

Nabinger said elections are coming and the offices for Supervisor, Town Clerk, the 2 Justices, Councilman Kauffman & Councilwoman Fuller, Assessor, & Highway Superintendent are up.  She said she’s doing some research on going down to 1 Town Justice.

Supervisor Nabinger confirmed Councilman Kauffman and Councilwoman Fuller would do the audit for the court and Councilman Evans and Nabinger would do the audit for the Town Clerk in beginning of February.

Councilman Evans will do the audit for the Supervisor’s books.

Nabinger brought up the possibility of doing scrap metal and paper shredding during the May Spring Clean Up day.  The town board held conversation on the matter.
