Supervisor Nabinger called the meeting to order at 6:30PM.

RESOLUTION #1

Motion made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Daniels, to approve the minutes from the Regular Meeting on November 12, 2024 Regular Meeting.

Councilman Evans questioned the NYSEG bill for the pool and the carry over balance of $119.33.  
RESOLUTION #2
Motion made by Councilman Kauffman second by Councilman Daniels, authorizing clerk to issue warrant to Supervisor for payment of audited claims, to note the $24.42 credit on the Mirabito Fuel bill for a new total of $2,345.48 and pay the Voucher #316/ NYSEG bill for $232.88 and request a copy of the missing bill;

Motion made by Councilman Daniels, second by Councilwoman Fuller, to receive and file the October 2024 financial reports.

Guest(s) Questions & Concerns;

Supervisor Nabinger introduced Jim O’Brien and said Mr. O’Brien was here to talk about a solution for the broken-down electronic sign at Clinton Park.
Mr. O’Brien said he had spoken to Clinton Park Superintendent Tim Harmon about the sign and possible contacts he might have for sign companies in the area, having worked in this business for 35 years.

O’Brien then introduced Mr. Vince Sorrentino, General Manager of Jax Signs out of Endicott, NY.  Mr. Sorrentino talked about the types of signs his company installs, how they are programmed and provided the town board with an estimate for replacing the electronic sign at the park.  The town board spoke with Mr. Sorrentino on the matter.
Clinton Park Superintendent Harmon said Chris Smith from the Bainbridge Chamber asked a representative from PAC Signs to come and speak with him on fixing the electronic sign.  The PAC Sign representative said the sign could be sent out to another company in Queens at a cost of $500.00, but there was no guarantee for repair.
Supervisor Nabinger said the town was not ready to make any decisions and would be in touch when they were.

JR Bogert from Gates-Cole Insurance presented the town’s insurance renewal and annual premium.  This year’s annual premium will be $29,351.53, which includes a building limit increase of 15%.  Bogert fielded questions from the town board on the new insurance policy.
RESOLUTION #4

Motion made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Kauffman, to accept the Insurance Renewable Policy for $29,351.53.

Supervisor Nabinger spoke to Dave Worden from the Bainbridge Fire Department, about the letter he had forwarded to the town regarding the house on County Rd 38 and said she would not be addressing it because there was no name signed to it.
JAC
Phil Wade of the Jericho Arts Council said the theater was not getting heat.  The town board spoke to Tim Harmon about taking a look at that.
Wade said the JAC is gearing up for a busy Spring schedule and reminded everyone about the Christmas Parade and the Toys for Tots train this Saturday.
RESOLUTION #5

Motion made by Councilwoman Fuller, second by Councilman Kauffman, to receive and file the reports from the Assessor, Dog Control Officer & Dog Control Officer.

HIGHWAY

Highway Superintendent Clark reported the highway department has been busy plowing snow since Thanksgiving weekend, with a couple minor breakdowns.
Clark said there hasn’t been any more sewer work done at the park, due to the weather changing.  He said the department had repainted the merry go round from Clinton Park and washed & greased the highway trucks.

Clark brought up the CHIPS reimbursement and said it should be in on December 18th.

Highway Superintendent Clark remarked on how well our new highway employee Joey Cannistra, has been doing.

TOWN CLERK

Town Clerk McKown said he had spoken with Clinton Park Committee members Tim Harmon and Melissa Fuller on the Skoolly Swarm Camping Rally’s proposal of $10,000.00 for next year. The committee agreed that was a fair amount and asked the town board for a motion to approve this proposal.

RESOLUTION #6

Motion made by Councilman Kauffman, second by Councilman Evans, to accept the Skoolly Swarm Camping Rally of $10,000.00 for the 2025 season.

Town Clerk McKown informed the town board he’s still waiting to hear back from one other company for IT support, but has already spoken to Empire Computers and Josh Vandusen(formally of the DTC) and received their quotes.
McKown confirmed with Supervisor Nabinger he’d been in contact with 3 I Graphics & Signs Company about the electric sign at Clinton Park and had asked us to confirm a secure connection from the breaker box to the sign.  McKown did confirm this connection with them but has not heard back from them.
The town board held conversation on the matter and informing the Community Foundation on the status of the sign.
SUPERVISOR
Supervisor Nabinger asked Councilman Evans on an update for the septic plans from Depot Engineering, at the park.

Councilman Evans said Depot Engineer Jason Fleming had submitted these plans to Dave Gorman at Chenango County Environmental Health Department and has had no response.
Supervisor Nabinger brought up the proposal for a memorial bench at Clinton Park, in honor of Michael Packer.  

Councilman Kauffman said he was well known in our area and in the paddling community and said this would be a great idea.

The town board had no objection to adding another memorial bench at the park.

RESOLUTION #7

Motion made by Councilman Kauffman, second by Councilwoman Fuller, to approve the additional bench at Clinton Park.

Ayes: Supervisor Nabinger, Councilman Evans, Councilman Daniels, Councilman Kauffman, Councilwoman Fuller; No: None; Motion Carried.

The town board held conversation on the location of the memorial bench.

Supervisor Nabinger asked about installing a camera at the Highway Garage and mentioned a camera had been ordered for the Community Center after a recent break in attempt.  
Nabinger asked Highway Superintendent Clark to look into a camera for the Highway Garage.

Supervisor Nabinger updated the town board about the house on County Rd 38, saying this matter is in the hands of the County Attorney, who has written multiple letters to the mortgage company involved and has had no response.
Dave Declue asked Nabinger to explain the situation with the house and how the town and county are involved.
Nabinger said the county had condemned the house and had written to the mortgage company telling them to take the house down, due to it being unsafe.

The County Code Enforcement is handling the matter.

Supervisor Nabinger brought up having an end of the year meeting and concluded to wait to see what bills come in.
RESOLUTION #8

Motion made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Daniels, to open the public hearing amending Local Law #3 2022.

Ayes: Supervisor Nabinger, Councilman Evans, Councilman Daniels, Councilman Kauffman, Councilwoman Fuller; No: None; Motion Carried.
Supervisor Nabinger invited the public to speak on the amendment of this local law.

Dave Declue asked about the specific change to this local law. 

Supervisor Nabinger explained that the change has to do with the initial term of the special use permit and the length of time allowed to use that permit, being extended from 18 months to 24 months.  The new law also includes a provision for an extension up to 36 months.
The town board held conversation with Mr. Declue and Tim Gourley, the engineer from Tract Engineering that’s involved with the Payne Solar Project and the special use permit issued to them for this project.

Mr. Gourley explained their special use permit expires in February 2025 and how the interconnection with NYSEG has been holding up the Payne Solar Project from moving forward.  He talked about the multiple conversations had with NYSEG on routing and options for the route of electricity.

Mr. Gourley has asked for this extension of time, while his company works through NYSEG’s requirements and outside agencies, for the route of electricity and the possible relocation of the substation involved with this project. 
Gourley added that should the town board modify this local law, his company would then request that the town planning board update their approval to coincide with this local law to make sure all things are consistent.
Supervisor Nabinger confirmed that for this extension to be granted, the solar company involved would have to get approval from the town planning board annually and show due diligence on the progress of the project.

The town board held conversation with Mr. Gourley and Mr. Declue on this matter.

The following resolution was presented by the town’s attorney and adopted by the Bainbridge Town Board.

     WHEREAS, notice of said public hearing was duly advertised in the official newspaper of the Town and posted on the Town Clerk’s signboard; and 
      WHEREAS, said public hearing was duly held on the 10th of December, 2024 at 7:15pm and all parties in attendance were permitted an opportunity to speak on behalf of or in opposition to said proposed Local Law, or any part thereof; and 

       WHEREAS, pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act, it has been determined by the Town Board that adoption of the proposed Local Law constitutes a Type II Action as defined under 6 NYCRR 617.5(c)(26) and (33).

       WHEREAS, the Town Board, after due deliberation, finds it in the best interest of the Town to adopt said Local Law.

       NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of Bainbridge hereby adopts said local law as Local Law No. 1 of the Year 2024 entitled “A Local Law Amending Local Law No. 3 of 2022 entitled ‘Renewable Energy Systems’, and it is further
     RESOLVED that the Town Clerk be and hereby is directed to enter said Local Law in the minutes of this meeting and give due notice of the adoption of said Local Law to the Secretary of State; and it is further

     RESOLVED that this resolution will take effect upon filing with the Department of State.
